Michiko Shigehara Where do they come from and where would they go? | went to Khovd in
western Mongolia in 1995 for the satellite tracking study of Demoiselle Crane. | saw some
kinds of wheatears in the desert. After returning home, | was very impressed to learn that
Northern Wheatears (Oenanthe oenanthe) overwinter in Africa! Whereas Demoiselles flew to
India over the Himalayan mountains higher than 8ooom, those Wheatears were on their way
to Africa much farther away. | admire bird migration. Now | am interested in Barn Swallows
observed in spring and autumn at the Ogasawara islands in the Pacific Ocean. Do they actually
migrate over the sea? | would like to portray in rendering the wonder of bird migration!

Tamaki Shimosaka | have long held a strong interest in both Chanoyu (Japanese tea
ceremony) and bird-watching so it was only natural that | would also become interested
in Habouki, the feather brushes that are used in Chanoyu. However | soon discovered
that no research had ever been done on Habouki. With the help of many people whom |
came to know as an illustrator and a writer in both fields and as the leader of a
bird-watching association, | have since investigated over 700 Habouki and had them
scientifically analysed. My poster presents a sampling of these actual Habouki.
